Hummingbird plants (My yard list, Southeastern LA)
(those with hyperlinks (blue) are to photos of that flower on my website)

(* means almost “required” for serious hummingbird gardens!)

*Mexican cigar (small orange flowers) (Cuphea ignea) – grows 2-3 feet, all cupheas like full sun, with hard freeze will die back and return in spring. Mild winters may continue blooming all winter, but I will still cut them back in spring because they get too “rangy”. 
Pink Mexican cigar (small pink flowers) (Cuphea x ‘Starfire’) - same as ignea
Giant Mexican cigar (larger yellow flowers) (Cuphea micropetala) - grows much taller than the other cuphea (5-6 feet). Blooms late fall into winter. Freezes but comes back in spring.
“Bat-faced” Cuphea (Cuphea llavea) - like ignea, except lower (1-2 feet) more open “spreading” habit (may do well in a hanging basket?), freezes easier but comes back in spring, then blooms until next freeze, really cool flower.
*Coral honeysuckle (Lonicera sempervirens) – evergreen vine needs trellis, blooms all year, the only hummer plant to bloom profusely all winter despite hard freezes and even 2004’s Christmas snow! By far my best overall hummer plant!
Crocosmia - spreads underground by bulbs, grassy leaves, short blooming season in early summer but pretty blooms on stalks like orchids, tends to fall over easily when blooming.
*Cape honeysuckle (Tecomaria capensis) - another winter hardy plant, bush that spreads like vine, can be grown as vine along a fence, but I trim it to stay as a bush. Blooms fall into winter.
Winter Honeysuckle (Lonicera fragrantissima) – “Sweet Breath of Spring”, tiny fragrant white flowers bloom along the stem in late winter/early spring.
Porter weed or Vervain (Stachytarpheta jamaicensis, coral/pink version) – grows to ~ 5-6 feet tall, small coral pink flowers open along long ‘spikes’. Freezes easily but comes back. Blooms fall till freeze.
*Flowering maple (Abutilon hybridum, orang/peach flower) – fast growing rangy tree, also blooms all winter, in fact blooms all year round. (Does not do well if roots waterlogged). There are also pink and red blooming varieties.
Firecracker plant/coral plant/fountain plant (Russelia fasciculatum) – grassy, blooms almost all year. Because of its drooping appearance, I think it does great in a large outdoor pot. Sometimes freezes back but comes back strong. Mine has even grown out of the pot and is spreading along the ground!
Giant Turks cap (Malvaviscus arboreus var. mexicanus) – very large to 8-10 feet. Blooms fall to first freeze. My hummingbird expert told me to cut it back after freeze then again in the summer (in June early July) and it will be smaller (~4-5 feet) and bloom more profusely in the fall/winter until first freeze.
*Turks cap or Sultan’s Turban (Malvaviscus arboreus var. drummondii) – smaller version of above and grows more low and sprawling, almost vine-like. Blooms almost all year.
*Firespike (Odontonema strictum) winter hummers love it. Grows in spikes to about 4 feet, blooms fall till hard freeze.
*Firebush (Haemelia patens) shrub grows to about 5-6 feet high but freezes easier than any other plant I have. Does come back again in spring. Blooms summer to first frost, very pretty foliage, flowers, then berries.
Carolina Yellow Jessamine (Gelsemium sempervirens) – evergreen vine, needs trellis or fence, blooms from December to spring.

*Shrimp plant (Justicia brandegeana) – the common shrimp plant found in nurseries is good in a bed where they stay about 2-3 feet tall and bloom most of the year but don’t do well in winter. But there is one type not found in stores, “hummer people” call “ugly red shrimp plant” that is fantastic! It grows rangier and even will climb fences and trees but it is fantastic year round and especially in the winter.

Orange Justicia (Justicia spicigera) – also called Mexican Honeysuckle. Same genus as shrimp plant. I love it in a large pot. Blooms late fall through winter.
*Bottlebrush several different varieties. Make sure you get one that is evergreen and freeze tolerant. I wish I knew which one I have because it blooms all year long, even through hard freezes.
Red Hot Poker (Kniphofia uvaria) – “Torch Lily”, grows in clumps, a single long stalk with cluster of yellow to orange flowers at the end blooms in fall.

Gingers – the varieties that bloom “high”, like White Butterfly Ginger, Yellow Ginger Lily and Red Ginger Lily (blooms actually orange).  (I made the mistake of planting what someone told me was “red” ginger, and it turned out to be Pinecone Ginger and it choked out my others and is hard to get rid of.)
Skull Cap (Scutellaria sp.) – many different colors available. I have two varieties still in a pot, long bloomer.
Brazilian Firecracker Vine (Manettia cordifolia) – delicate vine, orange-red tubular flowers bloom spring to fall
Hibiscus – especially pinks and reds
Salvias

Almost all salvias are great (except for the annual type (S. spledens or Scarlet Sage) you usually see at most mega-stores). The perennial types are best - the only exception is the coccinea which behaves like a perennial by self-seeding to come back the next year.
*Salvia coccinea (red, white & pink varieties – wild self seeding annual) bloom spring to fall
Perrennial salvias:

‘Rosebud’ Salvia – (Salvia involucrata- I believe I have the ‘Mulberry Jam’ variety) grows very tall (6-8 feet), blooms until first hard freeze (sometimes continues to bloom through temps as low as 28 degrees), comes back strong in spring, blooms are a beautiful fuscia from fall through winter. This is, by far, the most winter hardy salvia that I have.
*Pineapple sage (Salvia elegans) – my most prolific blooming salvia, I use large bunches together in a bed, whereas most of the other salvia I use individually. Blooms heavily in spring and sporadically in fall.
Belize sage (Salvia miniata) bright red flowers
The next 3 bloom sporadically summer to fall:

Salvia Vanhuotii – blooms a neat deep maroon color, or in red variety
Mexican bush sage (Salvia leucantha) long stalks of light purple flowers
Anise sage (Salvia guaranitica) blue flowers (also another guaranitica variety called “Black and Blue” Anise Sage)

Salvia ‘Anthony Parker’ (Salvia leucantha x elegans) – grey-green foliage with purple flowers mostly in spring some in fall, spreads locally, grows to 3 feet. 
I’ve never found these two unusual salvias in nurseries; need to get them from cuttings made by “hummer people”! Both bloom only late fall:
Salvia madrensis – grows very tall, needs to be staked, long clusters of yellow flowers

Salvia iodantha - grows very tall, needs to be staked, bushy clusters of purple flowers

“Other”

Some flowering plants known more for attracting butterflies also sometimes attract hummingbirds, like butterfly bush, Pentas (come in several various colors with red probably better for hummingbirds), butterfly weed, four-o-clocks, and even zinnias. However, I don’t have any of these in my yard.
Hummingbirds also love trees and large shrubbery for cover, especially large old live oaks which also seem to have the types of insects hummingbirds love to eat. The bottlebrush I have is also great for cover, growing to 10-12 feet. I also have a very fast growing small tropical tree called the “Coral Tree”, “Cry baby tree” or even “Fireman’s Cap” (Erythrina x bidwillii) . Grows extremely fast and the blooms have a lot of nectar, but it is also great for cover mainly for the Ruby-throats and the early winter hummers because it quickly loses all its leaves at the first freeze. 
Some large bushes, although they may produce flowers, the blooms don’t make much nectar, but hummingbirds seem to love them for the cover, and also for the type of insects they attract. These 4 are especially great for hummingbirds:
Camellia sasanqua

Sweet olive
Japanese Plum tree
Citrus trees like Satsuma
